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Introduction
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) is authorized to protect American agriculture and other resources from damage associated with wildlife.  The primary authority for APHIS WS is the Act of March 2, 1931 (46 Stat. 1468; 7 U.S.C.426-426b) as amended, and the Act of December 22, 1987 (101Stat. 1329-331, 7 U.S.C. 426c).  Wildlife Services activities are conducted in cooperation with other Federal, State and local agencies; private organizations and individuals.

The APHIS WS program uses an Integrated Wildlife Damage Management (IWDM) approach (sometimes referred to as IPM or “Integrated Pest Management”) in which a series of methods may be used or recommended to reduce wildlife damage.  IWDM is described in Chapter 1, 1-7 of the Animal Damage Control Program Final Environmental Impact Statement (USDA, 1994).  These methods include the alteration of cultural practices as well as habitat and behavioral modification to prevent damage.  However, controlling wildlife damage may require that the offending animal(s) are killed or that the populations of the offending species be reduced.

Purpose
The purpose of this Inter-agency agreement is for WS to assist USACE in controlling primarily invasive green iguanas (Iguana iguana), but WS will be available to assist with any invasive species causing damage to USACE property. The iguanas are creating a threat to human health and safety and canal wall integrity. In addition, they are getting inside the buildings and creating damage to landscaping. 
    Planned APHIS WS Activities
WS through its local office will provide a Wildlife Specialist to conduct reptile control at USACE.  The WS employee will have appropriate training and professional expertise to provide control and scientific advice regarding reptile management and control.  The planned activities for the Wildlife Specialist are identified below.

· The Wildlife Specialists will conduct removal activities for approximately 40 hours per month (trapping approximately 1 week per month, 12 weeks total) during FY 2018 to remove as many invasive reptiles as possible.
· Cage traps, snares, pellet rifle, and rimfire firearms are the primary tools WS will use for reptile removal.

· The Wildlife Specialist will work closely with USACE personnel to determine when and where removal efforts should be applied on USACE property.  
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
