For injuries that require immediate medical attention please contact the Beach Captain as soon as possible so that he/she may meet you at the hospital or doctor’s office where you are being treated.

Volunteers are required to wear proper protective gear when on duty.

THE RACCOON

1) Personal Floatation Devices (PFD’s) are available.  All children 14 years of age and younger or weighing 90 lbs. or less are required to wear a life jacket.  A crewmember will demonstrate how to properly wear the vest.

2) Smoking is NOT permitted on the Raccoon

3) There will be a gang-plank that you will use to get onto the dock once at Angel Island.  Please be careful when loading and off-loading especially with children.  Please help one another.

4) THE CAPTAIN OF THE VESSEL IS IN CHARGE!  Please obey all instructions from him and the crew (wearing blue coveralls).  In Case of Emergency please assembly on the stern deck and crewmembers will assist you.

5) Remember to have fun and feel free to ask questions of the captain and crew.  They are here to help.  Coffee is available in the gallery for your enjoyment.

	Wear boots or shoes with ankle height of at least 4 inches.  Wear close-toed shoes.

Be observant of walking hazards on beach, dock, and gang-plank

	Knowledge and avoidance of such insects

Knowledge of allergies to stings and bites

Be observant of where to step or walk

Observe overhangs and limbs before entering beneath them

Wear gloves when picking up debris, trash, etc.

Sharp Objects, Needles, Glass and Metal


	Avoid hazardous material.  Contact Park Staff.

Wear appropriate safety gear, gloves.  Please contact adult if needles are found.  Put in Sharps container or plastic bottle.

	Back Strain
	Use proper lifting techniques.  Get assistance when necessary, keep loads close to the body and lift with the legs.

	Making rounds in designated clean-up area – Exposure
	Sunburn
	Wear Sunscreen and sunglasses 

	Making rounds in designated clean-up area – Dehydration
	Dehydration
	Drink plenty of water.
